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56. In this passage we see the importance of variety in the 
heavens, and why it is such a good and useful thing. 
Combined with #71, coming up shortly, it helps us see the 
importance of an ever increasing population in heaven, where 
everyone makes a unique and valuable contribution. Note, in 
the church sometimes a rather big deal has been made of the 
difference between variety (which is seen as good) and 
diversity (which is seen as bad), but here and esp. in HH #405 
no distinction is made.

159. Notice the usual pattern here: first the reasons, the 
rationale (above), and now the testimony of first-hand 
experience. What’s all this "change" about? Or as the Gospel 
says, "to what shall we liken it?"

But remember, like the natural sun, the Lord as a spiritual sun 
does not change, He only appears to change because of the 
varying states of those observing.
